2) Insert on page 6, Section I. Introduction, G. Maximum Award Amounts as follows: 

Minimum and Maximum Award Amounts
The minimum funding amount per Application is as follows:

1. MHD Vehicle Demonstration projects $250,000.

2. ITS Demonstration projects $250,000.

3. NGV Deployment projects $250,000.

The maximum funding amount per Application is $7,000,000 as follows:

1. MHD Vehicle Demonstration project is $5,000,000.

2. ITS Demonstration project is $1,000,000.

3. NGV Deployment project is $1,000,000.

3) Insert language on page 6, Section I. Introduction, E. How Award is Determined as follows: 

The Energy Commission reserves the right to reduce the amount of any award for any reason. In the event of a reduced award, the Recipient and Commission Agreement Manager (CAM) shall meet and reach agreement on a reduced scope of work commensurate with the level of available funding.
Applicants are evaluated against the published screening and scoring criteria and ranked according to score. Applications will be recommended for funding beginning with the highest passing score and will continue down the ranked list until funds available under this solicitation are exhausted for each of the three project areas listed in Section 1.F. “Availability of Funds” below.  

As an example, a lower ranking application that proposes an ITS Demonstration project may be recommended for funding over a higher ranked  MHD Vehicle Demonstration application if funding under the MHD Vehicle Demonstration area has been exhausted.  Additionally, Applications that propose multiple project areas may only receive funding for the project areas they’ve identified where funds have not been exhausted.  

The lowest ranked Application with a passing score under each of the three project areas as described in Section 1.F. below may receive only partial funding. Only applications that have met the minimum passing score will be considered for funding.  

4) Modify page 7, Section I. Introduction, G. Maximum Award Amounts, footnote #5, as follows:

5 Low NOx engine refers to ARBs adopted optional low NOx engines with a current NOx standard of 0.2 0.02 grams per brake horsepower-hour or less. 
5) Insert language on page 12, Section II. Eligibility Requirements, B. Project Requirements, 1. MHD Vehicle Demonstrations as follows: 

Refueling infrastructure and fuel support costs necessary for the proposed demonstration project is allowable as a match share expense only. 

1. MHD Vehicle Demonstrations: To be eligible for MHD Vehicle Demonstrations, projects must:

· Field demonstrate in California Class 3 through Class 8 vehicles having GVWR of 10,001 lbs. or greater.

· Have a pre-commercial, alternative fuel, engine or propulsion or propulsion component technology.

· Be limited to on- or off-road vehicle technologies to prove or validate their technical or market viability prior to commercial vehicle or component production. 

· Include new or repowered vehicle technologies.
· Demonstrate vehicles for at least one year. 
Eligible projects include forklifts and other cargo handling equipment greater than 10,000 GVW. 

Eligible projects also include projects for vehicle or engine efficiency improvements that achieve fuel savings greater than 40 percent. The 40 percent threshold is achieved when the proposed technology is compared to the baseline vehicle that would be displaced by the demonstrated vehicle.

Refueling infrastructure and fuel support costs necessary for the proposed demonstration project is allowable as a match share expense only.

6) Modify page 13, Section II. Eligibility Requirements, B. Project Requirements, 2. ITS Demonstrations as follows:

The following ITS project types are not eligible:

· Paper studies (e.g., feasibility studies) 

· Surveys

· Research

· Non-field vehicle demonstration

· Commercially available technologies (i.e. for sale)
7) Modify page 18, Section III. Application Format, Required Documents, and Delivery, E. Recommended Application Organization, 3. Resumes as follows:     

Resumes
Application must include current resumes detailing relevant experience of each key team personnel. Resumes are limited to 2 pages for each person.
8) Modify page 19, Section III. Application Format, Required Documents, and Delivery, E. Recommended Application Organization, 4. Project Narrative as follows:

Project Narrative
The Project Narrative must include a detailed description of the proposed project, goals and objectives, and an explanation of how these will be implemented. 

The maximum length of the Project Narrative is 20 25 pages. The Executive Summary and Resumes are not included in this page limit restriction.
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
