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Q. 1	Will Joint Powers Authorities operated by a public school be considered a K-12 school?
A. 1	No, Joint Powers Authorities are eligible as a public entity, but are not considered a K-12 school.

Q. 2 	What can be funded under this solicitation? Such as types of equipment, pre-pump installation (i.e. islands), tanks, pipelines?
A. 2	All costs associated with the installation or upgrade to existing compressed natural gas fueling infrastructure are eligible for funding under this solicitation.

Q. 3	Is there a minimal amount of fueling or sizing requirements to meet the criteria for the grant?
A. 3	No.

Q. 4	Does the fueling station need to be accessible to the public?
A. 4	No.

Q. 5	Is there any way that small private companies, located within disadvantaged communities are eligible for funding?
A. 5	No.

Q. 6	Would it be okay for 2 cities to partner with 2 school districts as joint applicants for this solicitation?
A. 6	Multiple public agencies may partner for a single project, however a single eligible entity must apply as the applicant.
