1. Budget Forms with Average Loaded Hourly Rates (ALHR)

The score for this criterion will be derived from the following mathematical cost formula:

[Lowest Bidder’s Team ALHR] divided by [subject Bidder's Team ALHR] and multiplied by [30]

This formula compares the cumulative average loaded hourly rate (ALHR) of all qualifying loaded hourly rates listed in the subject Bidder’s Cost Bid, with the cumulative ALHR of all hourly rates listed in the Lowest Bidder’s cost bid.

Small Business / Microbusiness
[bookmark: _Toc219275106]Preference
Bidders who qualify as a State of California certified small/microbusiness will receive a cost preference of five percent (5%) of the lowest cost or price offered by the lowest responsible Bidder who is not a certified small/microbusiness, by deducting this five percent from the small/microbusiness Bidder’s cost, for the purpose of comparing costs for all Bidders. 
Bidders who qualify as a State of California certified small business will receive five percent (5%) preference points based on the highest responsible bidder's total score, if the highest scored proposal is submitted by a business other than a certified small business. Bidders qualifying for this preference must submit a copy of their Small Business Certification and document their status in Attachment 1, Contractor Status Form.

Non-Small Business
Preference
The preference to a non-small business Bidder that commits to small business or microbusiness subcontractor participation of twenty-five percent (25%) of its net Bid price shall be five percent (5%) of the lowest, responsive, responsible Bidder’s price. A non-small business that qualifies for this preference may not take an award away from a certified small business. 
The preference to a non-small business Bidder that commits to small business or microbusiness subcontractor participation of twenty-five percent (25%) of its net Bid price will receive five percent (5%) preference points based on the highest responsible bidder's total score, if the highest scored proposal is submitted by a business other than a certified small business.  A non-small business that qualifies for this preference may not take an award away from a certified small business.
